SIXTEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 

 
First Reading: Jeremiah 23:1-6 
In this passage, God denounces false leaders who have 
scattered his people. He promises that they will be 
reunited and led by one who is just and wise. 
 
Second Reading: Ephesians 2:13-18 
Paul explains that through Jesus Christ, there is no 
longer hostility between Gentile and Jew. Instead, 
through the Spirit of Christ, both groups become one 
body and are equal in the eyes of God. 
 
Gospel: Mark 6:30-34 
The apostles returned after their first mission and told 
Jesus what they had done and taught. He told them to 
rest, but the people kept coming to them. So they went 
to find a private place, but the people learned where they 
were going and arrived first. Jesus felt sorry for them 
and decided to teach them instead of resting.
